Aset of precise and clar specifictionsis a prerequiite for Bidders o respond ralistcally
and competitvely tothe requirements of the Procuring Entity without qualifying ther Bids

The procedures and
practices presened in this document have been developed through broad experience, and arc
for mandatory use in projects that are financed in whole or in part by the Government of the
Philippines or any foreign governmentforeign or international financing institution in
accordance with the provisions of the 2016 revised Implementing Rules and Regulations of
Republic Act No. 9184,

‘The Bidding Documents shall clearly and adequately define, among others: () the
objectives, scope, and expected outputs and/or results of the proposed contract or Framework
Agreement, as the case may be; (i) the eligibilty requirements of Bidders; (i) the expected
contract or Framework Agreement duration, the estimated quantty in the case of procurement
of goods, delivery schedule and/or time frame; and (iv) the obligations, duties, and/or functions
of the winning bidder.
